Average water
consumption of
washing machines
and dishwashers

The water consumption of washing
machines and dishwashers has significantly
decreased over the past 20 years, mainly
due to technological advancements.

In the late 1990s, washing machines used
over 65 liters of water per cycle. By 2022,
this dropped to 46 liters per cycle,
highlighting a notable reduction in water
usage. Similarly, dishwashers, which required
about 20 liters per cycle in the past, now use
less than 10 liters, with a figure of 9,5 liters in
2022, marking another significant decrease
in water consumption.
